One-Pager Choice Book Project
A one-pager is an analytical, creative response to a novel that completely fills one side of a piece of paper.
[image: ]Required Details 
1. Fill the entire page with color & text. Don’t leave blank or white space (a white background against text is okay).  If you don’t want to clutter your page with analysis, you can write a number next to the quotes and on the back write your analysis for each element numbered in a list. 

2. Clearly label each element of your one-pager. (Q=quotes, M=Mimic, I=Images, C= Connections) 

3. Include the title, author, genre on the paper. You should try to incorporate this element as creatively as possible. 

4. Cite your book with MLA citation on the page 

5. All quotes, outside sources, and your book need to be properly cited in MLA Format: Works Cited and Parenthetical Notation

Quotes (Q): Write THREE meaningful quotes (with parenthetical notation). Rank the quotes 1-3 (# them) with the most significant quote in the book as #1.  Then, in 2-3 sentences, ANALYZE the significance of each quote. What does it infer, symbolize, suggest, relate to, etc.?
Images (I): Draw, Print, or Scrapbook THREE images representing the book (theme, symbols, or conflicts within the book)- do not just include characters images somehow shows an idea present in the text. No stick figures. Label & ANALYZE the relevance of each image with quality.  You should have 3-5 labels or 2-5 sentences explaining each. 
Connections (C): Develop a connection between your book and an outside source.  That source can be a song lyric, movie, news article, historical event, etc.  Your connection must be SPECIFIC and must be a connection outside of you.  For example, you cannot use: this reminds me of my parent’s divorce, or it reminds me of people being divorced.  You can use: My connection is related to Brad Pitt and Angelina Jolie fighting for custody in the article Where Brad Pitt, Angelina Jolie Stand as Divorce Litigation Wraps Up (usmagazine.com) because …
· Include all or a relevant portion of the connection text AND 2-3 sentence explanation of how the connection related to the book.  Include your source on your MLA Works Cited page. 
Mimic (M): Dissect what makes your author unique with tone, voice, sentence structure, point of view, etc… Pick a place in the book and write an explanation that profiles your author.  Include the page that is being mimicked. Then, create an original self- generated 2-paragraph writing where you mimic the style of your author. 

One-Pager Brainstorming Checklist
Use this paper as a checklist to make sure you have every element complete. For your one-pager, you’ll want to focus on the big ideas from the novel including theme, symbolism, conflict, tone, and motif, etc … 
Required Elements: 
❏ The entire page is filled with color, images, or text.
❏ Every element is clearly and neatly labeled (Q=quotes, M=Mimic, I=Images, C= Connections).
❏ My one-pager includes the title, author, and genre. 
❏ All of my quotes are properly cited in MLA Format and parenthetical notation (Reynolds 2). 
❏ I included, cited, ranked, and thoroughly explained 3 quotes. 
❏ I included and labeled three illustrations that connect to the book.
❏ I included a specific connection from an outside source with a portion of the source on my page and a thorough explanation of my connection with the source. 
❏ I included my figurative language, setting, timeline, song element. 
❏ My handwriting is neat and legible.
❏ My mimic analyzes my author’s style & I have created a 2-paragraph original writing that mimics my author’s style.  I include the sentences or paragraph that I am mimicking in my author profile. 
❏ Attach an MLA formatted Works Cited (your book and connections) OR write it on the back of your one pager.

	Quotes (Q)
15 points
	Three quotes from your book are included.  The quotes are ranked in order of importance with a 2-3 sentence analysis of the importance of each quote.  You used parenthetical notation to show where each quote came from.  

	Images (I)
15 points
	Three quality concept-based images are included (no stick figures) that showcase key ideas in your book.  You explain through labeling or sentences the value of each image.   

	Connection (C)
15 points
	A connection with a SPECIFIC outside source is included.  A portion or all the connection source is included. You explain your connection with quality in a few sentences.  You include your connection on your MLA Works Cited page. 

	Mimic (M)
15 points
	Quality dissection of author’s style is included.  An original 2-paragraph writing attempts to mimic the stylistic elements of the author of your book based on the elements you mention in your dissection. You include the page being mimicked.

20 points
	
Includes MLA Citation for your text and any connection texts.  Parenthetical Notation included for quotes.  No errors in formulation- all requirements included. 

	Title, Author, Genre
5 points
	Prominent title and author included on the one-pager with quality.  Genre is indicated.

Effort is obvious.  Student took time to create an aesthetically pleasing one-pager with quality analysis and representation of the text
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
