These scholarships are available to graduating high school students, first- and second-year
college students (entering Freshman or Sophomore year). Scholarships are also available to
third- and fourth-year college students (entering Junior or Senior year).

ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS

e Must be a resident of Nevada and graduate of a Nevada high school.

e Must be a citizen of the United States and be able to provide a valid social security
number.

e Major in a study that contributes to our Mission.

e Any change in a major must be made in writing to the NBU-Midas Scholarship
Coordinator.

e Maintain 12 hours per semester and a minimum 2.5 GPA per semester and 3.0
cumulative GPA.

wildlife conservation.
