We are in the process of completing the third iReady diagnostic test (in both reading and math) 

this school year. Students are working hard and showing great progress (see whole school data 

point below).  As you know, we will use this information to schedule Enrichment, Extra Support, 

and Intervention classes based on individual student needs. These classes take place during the 

last hour on our Thursday/Friday block days.
