 Students selecting 
orchestra will be 
expected to practice 
at home and to 
complete one year of

 Students participate 
in a wide variety of 
musical experiences: 
Singing, listening, 
reading music, 
moving, creating,

 Students sing in 
unison and progress

 Students selecting 
choir will be expected 
to practice at home if 
they are not able to 
learn concert songs 
during class-time 
learning activities.  
Students are 
expected to complete 
one year of 
instruction.

 Learn to play the 

ukulele and explore 
music from around 
the world. 

 First semester is 3 
days playing ukulele 
(chords, strumming, 
and popular songs) 
while spending 1 day 
exploring music from 
different cultures.  

 Second semester the 
focus flips with more 
general music 
exploration and one 
day of ukulele.
